1.1 Introduction

The proposed up-grading of the existing bund adjoining the
Curragour Falls on the River Shannon is intended to enhance the
amenity potential of the feature whilst also providing improved
access to the waters edge for canoeists and fishermen. The bund
was initially formed as part of the enabling works of the Limerick
Main Drainage Project and presents an ideal opportunity for
maximising the dramatic riverside views and enhancing the
experience of the falls.

The Limerick Riverside is one of the most important assets of the
city, as recognised by substantial new development investment
and the overall vision for Riverside City. To complement these
initiatives, Limerick City Council have commissioned a Limerick
Riverside Environmental Improvement Strategy which aims to re-
evaluate the potential of this important public area for securing a
high quality environment that complements and reinforces the
Riverside City image.

This proposed scheme forms the first stage of the Riverside
Improvement Strategy. Further stages will comprise the entire
northern side of the River Shannon (O’Callaghan’s Strand and
Clancy’s Strand), as well as improvements to the southern side of
the river that will integrate with the ongoing Remodelling of
Streets and Public Open Spaces Programme for the City Centre.

1.2 Status and Content of the Document

As the project is to be undertaken on behalf of a local authority it
is thereby subject to the requirements of Part 8 of the Planning
and Development Act 2000. The Planning and Development
Regulations (2001) implement the Planning and Development Act
(2000) in its entirety and set out the procedures to be followed for
the development of the project.

Article 81 (1) of the Regulations state that the local authority
shall -

give notice of proposed development in an approved newspaper,
and

erect or fix a site notice or site notices on the land on which the
proposed development would be situated.

Article 81 (2) (d) states that -

plans and particulars of the proposed development will be
available for inspection during office hours at the offices of the
local authority for a specified period (which shall be not less than
4 weeks beginning on the day of publication of the notice in a
newspaper in accordance with sub-article (1)(a)),

submissions or observations with respect to the proposed
development, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable
development of the area in which the development would be
situated, may be made in writing to the local authority before a
specified date (which shall not be less than 2 weeks after the end
of the period for inspection of plans and particulars specified
pursuant to sub-paragraph (i)).

This document comprises the plans and particulars of the
proposed Curragour Bund Project as required by Part 8 of the
Regulations.

Following this Introduction, the document shows the location of
the Bund in relation to the city waterfront and the scope of
improvement works under consideration, the existing situation,
and the upgrading proposals with details of materials to be used.
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
