[n the House of Commons, Mr Hugh Law,
bedag dissatlaied with the answer given by Mr
Forater, nsked leave to move the adjournment
of the House in ovder to call attentlon to the
continuance of arrests of numbers of Irlsh
migratory labourers [n Scotland, conwary to
the provislons of the Milltary Aok, and to
pledges given by members of the Government,
thelr ill-nsage by the police, and the conseguent
dislocation ef havvest work and the vetarding
of the constvaetlon of urgently needed muni-
tlon factaries,

Larvgo numbers of Ivish, Liberal, and Labour
