Appeal to Ti?p-ar&ry No. 2
Council

Petition to L. &. Board

At o largely attended meeting of the Pallas-
green Branch cf the Irish Land and Labour
Association, Mr Jobn Corboy preslding, the
following resolution was passed, a copy to be
sent to the Tipperary No £ Distriet Councl] :—
** That we, the members of Pallasgreen Branch
of the Irish Land and Labour Assoclation lao
Groan Divislon, reapectinlly ask the Tipperary
No 2 District Councll to grant a sabstantlal ra-
duetion in the tents of the cottages, so as to
belp the labourer totideovertheterriblowinter
that is starlng hilm In the face, wa feal that
owlog to the present bigh prlees of food, sloth-
log, boots, coal, ete, and the almoat entire {all-
ure of the potato crop which has always Leen
the malopstay of the labourer derlng severe
wloters, and also that there is bound to be a
soarcity of employment, that the tenants of
labourers’ cottages will not be able to pay thair
rents for the six months beginning 1at Ootober,
1016, and that I the Covoell do not come to
their asslstance a great many will have to leave
thelr cotlages and . with thelr young families
seek the shelter of the workboosa which wouald
be n greater burden on the rates.”

In conneotion with the foregolpg, it waa de.
elded to send the following, signed by all the
tenants of coliages [n the division, to the Loeal
Government Hoard ;-

"*Sir—We, the tenants of Iabourers’ cottages
in Grean Divizion of Tipperary No. 2 Rural
Distriot, beg to lay before your Board this
petitlon  for a substantial reductlon in
the rents of our cottages for the comlng
winier, which promises to be ona of
exceptional  severity and bardship for the
working ciesasca of this distriet. In the flrat
place wages have not beon inorensed In any
way commaonsurats with the enormous Inpreana
in the prices of foodstufs. coal, clothivg, afc.
The Limerick County Oousiell, for example,
would only grant i1s labourers the paltry sum
of one shilling per week on thelr present
wages. In the lsecond place, the potato orep,
which has always been the walaatay of the
Iabourer durlng severe winbors, has almeab
complately failed, and there la nothing bub
somi-starvation  staring  the unfortunntoe
labonrers and hia family In the face for the
comlng winter. Thindly, there Is bound o be
a great desrch of pauployment awmongat the
farmors duvlog the comlug winter, the prices
of foodsluMs belng so  enormouslyy high
that  ne ewmployment will ba  glven,
Under theae trying clroumstances wa lay
ope oaspd befors your Hoard with oconddenee,
s wa feel from Lthe (acla  stated above
ithat wa will not be able to pay the reauta
of vuy coblagea for the comleg slx. months,
Ao of ua have now been paylng rent pune.

Two ladies who were pn the scenc
sndeavoured to pull bim up, bat did not sue-
ceed, ns the train wss going. The resuit was
that his righi arm was canght between the
platfurny and the {ootboard of the parting train.
EHis right arm between the elbow and shoulder
was Injuored, and it had to> be subsequently
ampuatated. He was for some time in Bar
rington's Hospital, For the Arst eleven weeks
of bis injury he got £1 per week from the Army
antberities, after which he was Informed thero
wa3 no fand out of which be could be paid, and
ba was not entitled to a penslon.

Plaintid ldentified Porter Patrick Cunneen
as thoe man who shoved him on the ocoasion,
