COMPETITION DETAILS

This competition will link into the National “City Neighbourhoods” Competition.

City Neighbourhoods is a Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government initiative, similar to the Tidy Towns Competition.  It is limited to areas within the current city boundaries of the 5 cities: Cork, Dublin, Galway, Limerick and Waterford.

Limerick City has been a category winner in various City Neighbourhoods categories since the competition was introduced in 2003.

Special Category winners, and top qualifiers in the Limerick Residential Area Categories 2008, will be put forward in the National “City Neighbourhoods” Competition for 2008.
The main categories in the “Limerick Looking Good Competition” are:
1) Best Residential Area (Housing Estate, Apartment Building or Residential Street)
2) Best Kept Residential Front Garden
3) You can also make a Special Category nomination under the following headings:

a) Best Shopfront

b) Best Retail Building/Supermarket 

c) Best Public Services Building

d) Best Industrial Estate/Business Park/Retail Park

e) Best Premises Providing Hospitality Services

f) Best Civic Works (Urban Renewal Projects)

A number of Special Merit Awards may be made at the discretion of the adjudicators.

Information on Categories

BEST RESIDENTIAL AREA

This is a broad category designed to cover all the various types of residential areas in the modern city.  It includes mature estates, new housing developments and apartment complexes and residential streets.  Candidate areas will generally have a name and have a residents association or similar representative body.  The area that scores the highest mark is the Category Winner.

BEST KEPT RESIDENTIAL FRONT GARDEN 

This category is for residential front gardens / hard surface areas only. 

SPECIAL CATEGORY

In addition to the awards already outlined, there are also special category awards as listed beneath. Individuals, businesses, groups, etc., can submit nominations for these special category awards.

Best Shopfront 

This refers to a premises making the best effort to preserve its traditional shopfront.

Best Retail Body/Supermarket 

This refers to the retail premises that best meets the following criteria-

· Exterior cleanliness (forecourt, appearance of building)

· Access and egress

· Family friendly amenities

· Architecture

· Appropriate setting

Best Public Services Premises
This refers to a civic building which best meets the criteria as given above for Best Retail Body/Supermarket

Best Industrial Estate/Business Park/Retail Park

This refers to an industrial estate/business park/retail park which best meets the criteria given above and has good landscaping-

Best Premises Providing Hospitality Services 

This refers to a premises; restaurant, pub, hotel coffee shop etc., which best meets the criteria given above for Best Retail Body/Supermarket or Best Public Services Premises
Best Civic Works 


This refers to urban renewal projects and or public building restorations. 

ADJUDICATION CRITERIA

With regard to Categories 1 and 3 (Best Residential Area and the Special Category) Nominations, marks will be awarded under the criteria given for the particular category.

With regard to Category 2 (Best Kept Residential Front Garden), marks will be awarded under the following headings:

· Overall Impression;

· Good Overall Design & Maximisation of Space;

·  Use of Colour and Variety of Plants for Year Round Effect;

·  Interesting Feature(s)/ Surfaces;

· Maintenance and Use of Environmentally Friendly Techniques. 

A number of special merit awards may be made at the discretion of the adjudicators.

Adjudication will take place in July 2008, and the Adjudicators decision will be final.
